MUSIC CONTRACT

1.  Attendance:
It is mandatory that you attend class everyday.  Two cuts in any marking period will lead to a failure.  Absence notes are needed for every absence.  

2.  Punctuality:

You are to purchase a binder and loose-leaf paper.  You may share the binder with other subjects, but you need to have a section for music.  Your binders must be kept neat!  Please arrive to class with your notebook and a pen everyday.  You are responsible for getting all of the notes for the days you are absent.  Notebooks will be checked.  

6.  Homework:  
Written or study homework is assigned regularly.  Homework is due the day after it is given.  Late homework will result in a 30-point deduction each day it is late.  If you have been absent, make-up homework is due the day you return. 

7.  Tests:
Tests will always be announced in advance.  Absence from any test is an automatic ZERO unless an absence note is shown to the teacher the day you return to class.  Quizzes may or may not be announced.
